Report: Concerns about Highways

Issue

Suggested Actions

Response

Numerous serious
concerns were raised
about the B5279 from Tal y
Cafn to Ty’n-y-Groes.
These are as follows:

e  Whilst speeds are
restricted to 40
and 30mph
respectively along
the road, it was
reported that the
limits are not being
adhered to. For
example, residents
spoke of how
vehicles might be
travelling at
around 60mph
through the 30mph
section at night.

e Concerns were
raised about he
40mph section of
road. It was
thought that this
ought to be
reduced.

e Congestion. Thisis
being caused by
increased usage of
the road, and
vehicles meeting
and being unable
to easily pass each
other at the
narrow sections of
the road. For
example, residents
spoke of how
caravans were
meeting and then
being unable to
reverse. Others
have provided
photographic
evidence showing
how lorries can

Go Safe to visit the site

Conwy County Borough
Council to provide details
of the latest work on
introducing a passing
place along the road and
the time frame for
introduction.

Whilst resources are
extremely tight at the
Local Authority, | do think
it reasonable for the
Council to consider
whether additional
funding should be made
available to fund a
feasibility study for
widening the narrow
section of the road. Also,
bearing in mind that
there are a number of
homes along the road,
ask whether this could
include a walkway for
pedestrians.

Ask Conwy whether white
lines may be introduced
down the centre of the
road, why a section of the
road has been set at
40mph instead of 30mph,
and if there is any
possibility of this being
reduced. Also, establish
whether slow signs can
be added to the highway,
and whether a flashing
30mph sign can be placed
beside the road.

Enquire whether yellow
lines can be placed at the
junction of the B5279 and
B5106.

Go Safe committed to carrying out
enforcement along the B5279.

Constable 2979 Medwyn Williams has
undertaken a piece of work to look
specifically at speeding issues along the
B5279 and B5106.

The Local Authority has advised that
they own land adjacent to the highway
where localised widening may be
provided, and that contact would be
made with adjacent landowners to
undertake a topographical survey to
establish the exact boundaries of land
ownership.

The Local Authority does not have
enough funds to widen the whole of
the narrow section of the B5279. As
such, it was decided that it would be a
waste of the available funding to spend
it on a feasibility study for this.

The Local Authority advised that
national guidance precludes the
provision of centre lines on rural roads
less than 5.5m in width.

The Local Authority has advised that
speed limits are set in accordance with
Welsh Government guidance. A review
was undertaken in 2014 and the speed
limits were lowered to 30mph and
40mph in accordance with the
recommendations of the review, based
on Welsh Government guidance. There
are no current proposals to change the
speed limits at the location, but | am
continuing to work to change the
Welsh Government guidance which is
the crux of the problem.

The Local Authority advised that the
provision of slow road markings will be
considered at locations where they will
complement any warning signs on the
road.




block the whole

e Vehicles are driving
in the middle of
the road. It was
suggested that
introducing white
lines down the
centre would assist
in encouraging
drivers to keep to
the appropriate
side, despite the
road being
extremely narrow
at parts.

Request that the Local
Authority undertake a
traffic pollution survey by
the properties on the
B5279 which see the
highest volume of
congestion and standstill
traffic.

The Local Authority advised that as the
B5279 does not have a high collision
rate, there are no proposals to
introduce flashing 30mph signs at the
location.

The Local Authority has agreed to
consider introducing yellow lines at the
junction of the B5279 and B5106 once
the new footways proposed to be
introduced at the location as part of
the planning permission provided to
Surf Snowdonia are completed.

The Local Authority has agreed to ask
the Regulatory Services Department to
undertake a traffic pollution survey by
the properties on the B5279.

Traffic queuing on the
A470 to turn onto the
B5279.

Write to the Welsh
Government to request a
review of the safety of
this junction.

Through scrutinising the Minister for
Economy and Transport about this
matter this term, | have established
that whilst the location has not been
identified for the next stage of the
Welsh Government’s Safety and Speed
Limit Review, the Minister will continue
to review personal injury collisions and
other data in establishing the need for
future engineering improvements or
enforcement.

Trefriw is cut off during
floods

| am already liaising with
North Wales Police, North
Wales Fire and Rescue
Service, and the Welsh
Ambulance Service NHS
Trust about this as part of

Mr Martin Woodford, Chair, Welsh
Ambulance Service Trust, responded to
me advising:

o The Trust is a lead member of
the North Wales Local Resilience Forum
which is made up of multi-agency




the work I am
undertaking with regards
to flooding in the Conwy
Valley.

partners including blue light services
and local government. The Forum
undertakes planning for actual and
perceived risks in the North Wales
area, including flooding.

o During times of flooding, the
Trust’s priority is to maintain its
emergency response capability to
patients, and there is a Specialist
Operations Response Team embedded
in each geographical region of Wales.
Those paramedic personnel are trained
to respond to local and catastrophic
emergencies and are available 365 days
a year. They work with other agencies
and can be deployed with Fire and
Rescue Service Boat Teams or the
Coastguard to access patients in
flooded areas.

o The Trust can call on support
from the Air Ambulance and
Coastguard Search and Rescue
helicopters to deploy paramedics
during flooding.

o On 16 March 2019 the Forum
established a Forward Command Point,
a Tactical (Silver) Coordination Group,
and a Strategic (Gold) Coordination
Group. Also North Wales Fire and
Rescue had a boat crew on standby in
case a patient needed to be reached
and transported.

Mr Richard Fairhead, Assistant Chief
Fire Officer, Fire and Rescue Service,
responded to me advising:

. On the 16 March 2019 the
multi-agency Tactical Co-ordination
Group had identified an access road to
the rear of the affected areas along
which the Services’ narrow access
vehicle would have been able to
respond.

. As Mentioned by the Trust, the
Service had a boat crew on standby in
Llanrwst which could have been used
to rescue people from affected
properties or transport firefighters and
their equipment if they were required.




Inspector C Jones, Operational
Planning, North Wales Police,
responded to me advising:

o During the flood on 16 March
2019 the villages concerned were not
entirely cut-off to services. They were
able to gain access using 4x4 vehicles,
and he was personally in Trefriw to
observe the response at the peak time
and was satisfied that in the event of
an emergency NWP would direct
resources appropriately and could
respond.

o Like the Trust, he has referred
to the Forum and explained the role of
NWP. The Police play an additional key
role in this as they are the coordinating
agency, requiring them to manage
Tactical and Strategic Coordinating
meetings of responding agencies and
provide a space for multi-agency
command and control which they
facilitate at Police Headquarters.

o NWP are also able to
coordinate specialist resources such as
boats which are operated by the Fire
Service, Coastguard and other
volunteer agencies such as the RNLI
and Search & Rescue, or aircraft
operated by the Police, Coastguard or
Ambulance.

The Local Authority also advised that
following the flood, a S19 Flood
Investigation Report was being
prepared for Trefriw — escape routes in
and out of the village.

Road noise pollution in
Trefriw

Request a noise survey in
the village.

The Local Authority has advised that a
noise survey is not considered to
represent value for money given that it
has limited budgets.

Yellow lines on the B5106
at the northern end of
Trefriw. It was explained
that a yellow line stops just
before a corner — resulting
in vehicles being parked at
that dangerous point.

Ask the Local Authority to
consider extending the
yellow line round the
corner.

The Local Authority advise that this
would be considered as part of the
Traffic Regulation Order development
for the eastern and rural areas of the
County. It is anticipated that if the
proposals are taken forward, they
would be implemented in the spring of
2020.

Request that Go Safe
attend the village more
frequently.

Enquire whether the
Local Authority can
provide a sign reminding
drivers of the 30mph
speed limit in the middle
of the village.

Go Safe committed to carrying out
enforcement along the B5106.

Constable 2979 Medwyn Williams has

The Local Authority advised that the
street lighting in the village acts as a
reminder that drivers are within a
30mph.

Pedestrians on Pont y Pair,
Betws y Coed

| am already cooperating
with interested parties
and Betws y Coed
Community Council with
regards to the feasibility
of introducing a new
pedestrian crossing.
Going forward, | will ask
the Local Authority to
provide an update as to
how the plans for such a
bridge are progressing.

The Local Authority advised that the
provision of a new pedestrian bridge
across the river is prohibitively
expensive and would not represent a
strong business case under the criteria
for Welsh Government Transport
funding. Therefore, there are no plans
to pursue this any further.

Tremorfa Road (from the
Groes Inn Hotel and
Restaurant to Tal y Cafn
bridge). The speed limit
has been set at 60mph
despite this being a busy
single track road providing
access to numerous
homes, agricultural
businesses, and Ty
Gobaith.

Ask the Local Authority to
review the speed limit
and introduce signs
warning drivers to travel
slowly.

The Local Authority advised that the
speed limits are set in accordance with
Welsh Government guidance, and that
the collision rate on this road does not
warrant a change in the speed limit in
accordance with the guidance. As such,
| am continuing to work to challenge
the Welsh Government to change the
guidance.

Whilst the above is frustrating, |
welcome the fact that the Local
Authority will consider introducing
“Araf / Slow” road markings at
locations where unexpected hazards,
such as sharp bends, may be
encountered along the road.

The B5106 by The Groes
Inn Hotel. Questions were
raised as to why the speed
limit has not been reduced
from 60mph at this stretch
of road. It was explained
that this has been
reviewed, but doesn’t
meet the threshold for
change. This is especially

Ask the Local Authority to
provide a copy of the last
two reviews of the speed
limit at this point, and
raise concerns with the
Welsh Government about
the emphasis being
placed on the number of
accidents instead of risk
and near misses. Look to

There has been positive progress in my
work to see the Welsh Government
change its policy so that we are no
longer having to wait for accidents to
happen before necessary changes to
speed limits are made. In addition to
the First Minister advising me that the
guidance — Setting Local Speed Limits in
Wales — will be reviewed from the
Summer of 2020 onwards, | have taken

policy so that we are no
longer having to wait for
accidents to happen
before necessary changes
are provided.

further action to hold the Welsh
Government to account on the matter.
For example, this term, | scrutinised the
Counsel General and asked that the
guidance and the need to consider 12
distinct factors, not just the numbers
and types of collisions, be legalised so
that each Local Authority has to
consider every factor fairly.

The Local Authority advised that a
review of the speed limit was
undertaken in 2014 in accordance with
Welsh Government requirements and
guidance. The review did not
recommend any change in the speed
limit at the location.

The 30mph speed limit
along the B5106 at Tal-y-
Bont is not being adhered
to.

Request that Go Safe visit
the village on a regular
basis, and that Conwy
Council consider
providing signs reminding
drivers of the speed limit
between Tal-y-Bont and
Dolgarrog. Include the
possibility of the
provision of a mobile
30pmh flashing sign.

Go Safe committed to carrying out
enforcement along the B5106.

The Local Authority advised that the
street lighting on the road acts as a
reminder that drivers are within a
30mph speed limit. However, it is
thought that the 20mph speed limit
outside Ysgol Dolgarrog will aid in
controlling speeds along the road.

When approaching the Ye
Olde Bull Inn from Tal-y-
bont, there is no clear sign
advising drivers to turn
right to Rowen.

Request a clear sign.

The Local Authority have agreed to
consider improving the signage so that
it is more prominent.

Lack of strategy for
development in the west of
the Conwy Valley. For
example, it was noted that
the foot fall at Surf
Snowdonia may already be
more than double that
estimated originally and
that this will probably
increase further with the
opening of the hotel and
continued increasing
popularity of the
attractions and businesses
to the West of the Conwy.
Therefore, residents
require an explanation as
to how the infrastructure is

Ask the Local Authority
for a strategic plan for the
West of the valley and
whether consideration
can be given to using
Dolgarrog bridge in the
long term.

Ask the Head of Planning
to explain how Policy
DP/4 is being considered
when handling planning
applications — especially
the impact from traffic.
Correspond with
Snowdonia National Park
Authority to establish
how it is trying to combat

The Local Authority have agreed for
this request to be considered by the
Regulator Services Department.

Snowdonia National Park Authority
advised that they would commission a
transport and parking study for the
north of the Park.




going to develop going
forward to accommodate
the thousands of extra
vehicles travelling to the
area annually.

the high volumes of
traffic across the National
Park and especially here
in Aberconwy.

Wifi and frequency of Llew
Jones buses

Enquire whether there
should be free wifi on the
buses servicing the West
of the valley, and if so,
whether it is working.
Also ask if there is any
possibility of increasing
the number of buses
servicing the area so to
help boost accessibility to
and use of public
transport.

| met with representatives of Llew
Jones during the Summer to discuss
this and other matters.

Speeding along the roads
from The Groes Inn Hotel
and Caerhun to Rowen,
and the risk this causes to
pedestrians, horse riders,
and cyclists. For example, a
resident spoke of how she
was thrown off her horse
by Pontwgan.

Request that the Local
authority review the
speed limit for these
roads, and as a minimum
provide signs alerting
drivers of the presence of
horse riders.

Obtain clarity from North
Wales Police as to
whether they record
incidents of near misses.

North Wales Police advised that the
North Wales Police force Control Room
do record an incident reported as a
near miss as ‘Traffic Other’. More so, if
there is a record of an offending
vehicle, the matter would be followed
up by a member of the local policing
team.

The Local Authority advised that speed
limits are set in accordance with Welsh
Government guidance, and that the
collision rate does not warrant a
change in the speed limit . Whilst | am
challenging the Welsh Government on
the guidance, | am pleased that the
Local Authority have agreed to
implement horse warning signs at
appropriate location should the
presence of horses on the road be
sufficiently frequent to meet the
criteria for their use.

Request a noise survey at
Maes Rhun.

The Local Authority advised that a
noise survey is not considered to
represent value for money when there
is a limited budget.

Parking along the B5106 in
Gyffin is causing hold-ups

Ask the Local Authority to
review this situation.

The Local Authority advised that the
issue has been considered in the past
and a decision taken not to pursue
proposals for further restrictions on
parking in the area.

Serious parking issues
along Benarth Road,
Conwy

Ask the Local Authority to
review the parking
restrictions with the
intention of reducing the
road’s use by
motorhomes.

The Local Authority have considered
this situation and advised that the
existing restrictions should discourage
motorhomes from parking so as to
cause an obstruction during the holiday
season.
